Statement Issued by the Sovereign Forces Gathering in Australia in
Support of the Lebanese State

In line with our steadfast belief in Lebanon’s unity, sovereignty, and independence, and
out of our commitment to supporting its legitimate institutions and strengthening its
political and economic stability, we affirm the following:

1- Our full support for the Lebanese state and its legitimate constitutional institutions,
foremost among them the Presidency of the Republic under His Excellency President
Joseph Aoun, and the Council of Ministers under Prime Minister Nawaf Salam, in a
manner that strengthens the proper functioning of constitutional institutions and
consolidates legitimacy.

2- Our firm commitment to national unity, the foundations of institutional stability, and
the promotion of good governance, transparency, and accountability across all
Lebanese state institutions.

3- Our support for the outcomes of the latest Washington negotiations in all their
provisions as outlined in the final statement issued on 3 June 2026, particularly the
positions defended by the President of the Republic. We also support the outcomes of
those negotiations, especially the emphasis on ending the existence of weapons outside
the authority of the Lebanese state, rejecting any alignment with regional axes or
projects that contradict Lebanon’s sovereignty and independent national decision-
making, thereby enabling the Lebanese state to fully extend its authority over all its
territory.

4- Our affirmation of support for the Lebanese Army and the security forces as the only
legitimate institutions exclusively mandated to defend Lebanon’s sovereignty, security,
and territorial integrity, and to safeguard national stability.

5- Our commitment to Lebanon’s full sovereignty, independence, territorial integrity,
and freedom of national decision-making, in accordance with international law and the
Charter of the United Nations.

6- Our support for all forms of constructive cooperation, both domestic and
international, that serve Lebanon’s supreme national interest and contribute to
comprehensive economic recovery and long-term sustainable development.

7- Our call for the full withdrawal of Israeli forces from all occupied Lebanese
territories, and our affirmation of Lebanon’s sovereignty over its entire territory and
internationally recognized borders, in accordance with international law and relevant
United Nations resolutions.

8- Our full commitment to the Lebanese state’s decision to restrict arms exclusively to
legitimate state institutions, and to the implementation of relevant United Nations
Security Council resolutions, particularly Resolutions 1701 and 1559, in a manner that
strengthens state sovereignty over all its territory and affirms that Lebanon must not be
used as an arena for others’ conflicts or a ground for settling regional scores.

We reaffirm our continued commitment to everything that strengthens Lebanon’s
sovereignty, independence, and national unity, and that supports peace, stability,
reform, and good governance, in a way that meets the aspirations of the Lebanese
people for a secure, stable, and prosperous homeland.
